When molding, Dow
recommends using about 1.0 parts of SILASTIC™ RC-4 50P FD Rubber Additive to 100
parts of the stock. Standard cure temperature is 170°C (338°F), and its cure time depends
on the thickness of final products. Post-cure condition would be 4 hours at 200°C (392°F)
after molding in most cases.
